The simple steps listed below will make your job easier and assure fast, safe and watertight connections:

1. McGrip Nut and Gasket Assemblies may only be used on bodies designed for McQuick or McGrip nuts. Using
McGrip nuts on bodies not designed for McQuick or McGrip nuts will cause failure. If you have any questions

as to whether the mating part is designed for the McQuick or McGrip nut, contact A.Y. McDonald Mfg.
2. The A.Y. McDonald McGrip Nut and Gasket Assembly works only with A.Y. McDonald parts.

3. Service tubing should always be snaked in the ditch.

4. Use a tube or pipe cutter to assure a square end. Make sure pipe is round. On copper tubing, use a rounding
tool, if necessary. Surface should be clean and free of nicks.

*5. Insert stiffeners must be used with plastic tubing.

6. Prior to assembly, make certain the ring, washer and gasket are positioned as shown in the diagram.

7. Stab tube through the nut and into the socket of the valve or fitting until it bottoms out (some fittings may or may
not have a stop).

8. Tighten the McGrip "G" & "-3G" Series nut to the stop. The end face of the nut is to contact the stop face of the body.
9. PRESSURE TEST FOR LEAKS BEFORE BACKFILLING.
10. USE ONLY ON COLD WATER SERVICES.
